After retiring from teaching in 1983, she would
spend the next twelve years in nursing home ministry, parish ministry and at the
Ozanam Shelter for homeless families in Evansville before retiring in 1990.Sr. Julitta
is survived by her sister Sr. Dorothy Steckler O.S.F. of Oldenburg. In addition to her
parents, she is also preceded in death by sisters Anita, Veronica, Priscilla, Carrie,
Lorene, Ann Louise, Mary Dolores and brothers Gilbert, Albert, Raymond and
Francis.
